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ABSTRACT 

Qẃelqẃelústen / Mount Meager is a large long-lived and unstable volcano located NW of 
Pemberton, BC. This ac�ve volcano is the site of Canada’s largest recent explosive erup�on, ~ 
2400 years ago, and also the site of Canada’s largest landslide in 2010. It currently hosts ac�vely 
degassing low temperature fumaroles, spewing volcanic gases, that formed glaciovolcanic caves 
in the summit glacier. This talk will present an overview of the volcanic history, ongoing and 
future research projects as well as the current status, geohazards and new monitoring ini�a�ves 
at Mount Meager. 
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
